
Beaded Wire Bracelet
Wire Jewelry Making Pattern #130

Supplies Needed
* 15" piece of 18 or 20 gauge sterling silver wire
* Approx. 20 assorted beads of your choice

Tools Needed
* Round nose pliers 

* Flat nose pliers 

* Wire cutter 

Step 1



Begin by forming one end of the clasp. Using your round nose pliers, form about 10 loops on the
first end of the wire. Start at the wider end of the nose and gradually make the loops smaller 

Step 2



Using your flat nose pliers, pull the first loop outward while firmly holding the rest of the coil in place.
It may lose a little shape

Step 3

Straighten the coil back in place with the flat nose pliers

Step 4



Bend the wire at the inner loop to make one straight piece

Step 5

Add your beads

Step 6



Using the same technique as above form a coil on the second end and bend the wire outward 

Step 7



Using your round nose pliers about 1/2 inch from the outer loop, curl the wire back 

Step 8

Cut off excess wire and gently file the end Form a small loop at the end of the clasp

Step 9



Your clasp should look like this
